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would be an approximation, however, because distances would be
apportioned both longitudinally and transversely to conform to
record stationing. Electronic data collection allows the use of
a random traverse line with angle points situated off of the
traveled way so that the same data can be obtained with less
safety risk and less traffic disruption.

Record Baseline - The Dbaseline of record, or layout
baseline, is the original 1line 1laid out and on which the
Layout Plan, and the order of taking (or county decree) are

based. It is &rarely possible to exactly recreate the
baseline of record because the original ties are wusually
destroyed. When this 1line 1is required, it has become

standard practice to recreate the 1line from the Dbest
witnesses available: the sideline monuments that were set
from the record baseline during construction.

Construction Baseline - The Dbaseline provided on the
construction drawings, also called the design baseline. This
line 1is most often, but not always, the centerline of
